•  �Compose a poem using at 
least 5 of the words that 
make up the resulting map. 

•  �Submit, by email, the poem 
as well as the search term 
or phrase that was used. 

•  �Poems can include words 
not found in the Mind Map. 

•  �One submission per teen.
